how fast it will go! OR, try borrowing a friends sewing machine.

outer fabric

white flannel
pattern
scissors

needle + thread
sewing machine, bobbin & thread {optional}
button
felt

a couple pins
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1. cut 2 of each outer fabric, flannel & felt leaves according to pattern below.

apple

cut 2 outer fabric

cut 2 white flannel

leaves

cut 1 of each from felt

{or free-hand cut leaves}
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2. layer I flannel & 1 outer fabric wrong sides together {i.e. place flannel on workspace.
layer outer fabric on top with pattern side facing up}. pin fabrics together if you want

& sew 1/4 inch seam all the way around. repeat with other fabric & flannel. trim threads.

3. place your sewn pices flannel sides together and pin on both sides marking the middle of

your soon to be apple. sew from pin to pin. backstitch at beginning and end. trim threads.

4. layer your leaves and button and hand sew to one layer of fabric and flannel in desired place.

HOW DO YOU LIKE THEM APPLES? super cute, huh?!
